School Highlights & Happenings —
It’s been a busy winter and I want to update you on important school issues.

First, the budget — it will be a challenging year. In an effort to work with the Board of Supervisors and
still endeavor to put forth a budget that reflects the needs of the students we put together (I believe) a very
fiscally responsible budget. We would like to do more for our teachers and staff in salary compensation
(the budget has a modest 2% cost of living adjustment) but it will be difficult with the constraints placed
upon us. We are requesting a 4.1% increase over last year in the school transfer.

Recently, Dan Storck, Jessie Miller the Board’s student representative, and I held the first ever student
forum attended by school student government representatives from Hayfield, Edison, Lee, Mt. Vernon,
West Potomac, and South County. The students asked tough questions and we had a great dialogue.
They demonstrated why our school system is considered one of the best in the country.

On another issue: What do the Academy Awards and School Board boundary votes have in common?
Both start in prime time one evening and finish early the next day; their agenda includes presentations and
discussion, but the outcome is not revealed until the final minutes; while the winner may not be your first
choice, everyone can appreciate the difficult decision process (at least I hope so.)

On February 22, the Board voted to approve staff’s recommendation for Hayfield and South County
Secondary boundary adjustments. While it’s not a “perfect” solution, it was important to do something to
relieve overcrowding at South County without putting an undue burden on Hayfield. I believe this option
accomplished that and will ultimately serve both communities well. Listening to your concerns and
wishes helped me prepare for the debate and enabled me to advocate for the best option for all our
children.

As your Board member, I realize how fortunate I am to have a constituency who works with me as a team
on behalf of our schools. I have often said, “As your representative to the School Board, I am your voice —
I do my job best when I hear from you!” You listened and volunteered your time, expertise, and input as
we navigated the boundary decision process.
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Thanks for your support, I am proud to be your representative.
