• Keep trash picked up, it clogs the drains and keeps rain water from

flowing
• Trash cannot overflow on the sidewalk, and cans cannot be stored on the

street or front yards
• Pickup after your animals on your personal and public property
• To keep the mosquito population down, keep containers empty of

standing water.
