Huntington Community, Four Mile Run Project to Receive

Appropriations Funds
 Washington, D.C., July 17th – Congressman Jim Moran, Virginia Democrat and senior
member of the House Appropriations Committee, secured funding for several major
projects in Northern Virginia in the House passed FY 2008 Energy and Water
Appropriations bill (H.R. 2641).  The bill was approved this afternoon on a 313-112
vote and included:

$800,000 to complete the initial phase of the Cameron Run and Holmes Run
water resources study.  Last June, the Huntington-Fairfax community sustained
more than $10 million in economic and property losses due to a 100-year flood
event.  The Army Corps of Engineers played an integral role in determining the
cause of the flooding and helped identify a set of short term solutions that will be
implemented by Fairfax County and Alexandria.  A more permanent solution,
however, will require a more extensive study and this funding will be allocated
to the Corps for that purpose.

$700,000 for the Four Mile Run project, to enable the Army Corps of Engineers
to complete its study of the options to replace the current cement channel with a
more natural stream bed.  Completion of the study would give Arlington and
Alexandria a green light to implement the first phase of the master plan to
transform Four Mile Run into a habitat more suitable for wildlife and recreation.

Noise Ordinance

The county noise ordinance forbids excessive noise from musical instruments, radios, stereos, televisions, as
well as disturbances from barking dogs, large gatherings of people, and other loud noises creating a nuisance.
To violate the ordinance, the sound must be clearly audible across property lines or through adjacent
partitions. Loading and unloading trucks, construction activities and operation of construction equipment, and
repairing vehicles is prohibited from 9:00 pm to 7:00 am. Barking dogs, loud music, loud parties are prohibited
from 11:00 pm to 7:00 am.

Report violations to the Zoning Enforcement office at 703-324-1300 between 8 am and 4:30 pm. Complaints at
all other hours can be made by calling the Police non-emergency telephone number, 703-691-2131.

  Automobile and Parking Regulations

County Personal Property Tax for Cars
Automobiles, trucks, vans, motor homes, boats, motorcycles, campers, and trailers are taxed by the county
while they are lodged in the county, for the amount of time they are kept here. The tax is based on the value of
the vehicle.

All vehicles kept in the county requires a valid registration sticker. A windshield decal sticker showing proof of
registration is required and cost $25 each year. To register your car, call the Central Tax Office at 703-222-
8234. Registration can be done through the mail. Residents paying the tax can anonymously report vehicles
evading the tax by calling 703-324-3767 and can leave a message at any time.
