It’s started!  A new school year is underway and we, as parents, feel it—with the
increased demand on our time and energy.  Each year when your children start
school, you trust that we will educate them to their fullest potential, provide them
with adequate learning facilities, and keep them safe. As your School Board, we
pledge to use FCPS resources wisely to meet your expectations.  We also trust
that you will watch over what we do and provide feedback to us.

In a school district with more than 164,000 students, 22,000 staff, and 200
schools, the Board realizes that one of our most significant problems is ensuring
accountability throughout the system.  To that end, we established an Audit
Committee composed of 2 School Board members, the Superintendent, and
appropriate staff to review operational areas.  In addition, we established a
regular reporting schedule from the Superintendent to the Board on the status of
each operational department—including the Superintendent’s office.  This
regular reporting will keep us on track for success, and I will keep you informed
of our progress.

Our FCPS budget continues to be a challenge.  All of us want only the best for
our children, but the reality is we must find ways to economize; that will take a
team effort.  The School Board and Board of Supervisors resolved to work
cooperatively in eliminating duplication of efforts, maximizing resources, and
reducing costs. You will see an immediate impact in the shared use of our
current buildings and spaces and in our future building designs.
